WHAT TO PACK

» Appropriate clothes for Worship Services

» Appropriate clothes for Clash of Clans (YOU WILL GET DIRTY...KEEP THAT IN MIND) and Rec Time
» Bedding (Twin sized sheets, comforter, a pillow, or a sleeping bag.)

« Towels and washcloths (however many you need)

« Joiletries (toothbrush, toothpaste, soap, shampoo, DEODORANT PLEASE, etc.)

» Plastic bag for dirty clothes

» Comfortable shoes that can get dirty.

» Comfortable shoes for activities

» Sunscreen

» Prescribed medication in original container and inside a zip lock bag. This will be checked in and
administered by our camp nurse

« Bible, notebook, pen

» Spending money for snack shack, camp merch, vending machines, etc.)

WHAT NOT TO BRING

< Tobaccoin any form, vapes, e-cigs, etc. (If you are caught vaping, you will be asked to surrender the
device(s), and on second offence, your parent will be called to come and pick you up.)

» Non-prescribed drugs/medicine (We will have Tylenol, Ibuprofen, etc. on site)
